· After adjusting for differing price levels, CIA and other analysts have concluded the economy of Greater China (China, Hong Kong/Macao, and Taiwan) is the world's third largest, behind only the United States and the European Union. These analysts expect that by 2007 Greater China's economic output will only be exceeded by our own.

A 6-week intensive Chinese Language and Culture course at the intermediate level offered by the Institute of International Education, SJTU. 

Prerequisite: Applicants must have completed at least one academic year of Chinese language courses at college level, or equivalent.

Classes include listening comprehension, conversation, reading and writing. The course aims at helping students gain cross-linguistic and cross-cultural communicative competence at the intermediate level and enabling them to interact with Chinese native speakers in real life settings.

International flight ticket is not included in the fee. Students are responsible for making their own travel arrangement. Instruction begins on June 28; students should arrive at Jiao Tong University on Saturday, June 26 or Sunday, June 27. Those who wish to arrive on campus before June 26 will be allowed to check into the SJTU International Student Complex for an additional fee of $10/night.
